Season Burning Permit Policy

Please read prior to using your fire pit or outdoor stove

Your permit is issued for the current year.

Prior to having any fire, you are required to call the Dept. of Natural Resources (DNR) permit information line at 1-866-458-8080 to determine burning conditions in Kings County.  This service is available from April 1st to the end of October (ignore the part of the message relating to cities and towns).

There are three forecasts available for burning conditions,

· Burning permitted

· Burning restricted from 8:00pm to 8:00am

· Burning closed

If burning is permitted or restricted, then you may use your fire pit or stove any time during that day.  If burning is closed, then the permit is only valid from 8:00pm till 8:00am the next day.

No garbage or debris that produces an unreasonable amount of smoke is permitted.  Only clean firewood or lumber (no pressure treated lumber).

Your permit must be renewed each year by calling the Fire Prevention Division at 832-6456.  If there are no changes to the original permit, then it will be renewed over the phone.  Any changes will require another site visit prior to approval.

Valid permit holders shall assume any liability or costs relating to the use of fire.  Hampton Fire  - Rescue reserves the right to revoke or suspend any permit at any time.
